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Heller Responds to Nevada Unemployment Numbers
 
(Washington, D.C.) – U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) issued the following statement regarding the Nevada unemployment figures released earlier today:
 
“The falling unemployment rate shows that Nevada has come a long way and that we are making strides towards getting the Silver State back to work. Unfortunately, in Washington, D.C., it’s business as usual: the lack of a budget followed by irresponsible spending is hindering job creation,” said Senator Dean Heller. “Yesterday, I offered my “No Budget, No Pay” Act as an amendment to the CJS Appropriations. If members of Congress refuse to do their job by failing to pass a budget every year, then they shouldn’t get paid. Nevadans work hard for their paychecks and Congress should too.”
Background:

Heller reintroduced “No Budget, No Pay” (S. 124) in the 113th Congress on January 23, 2013. This version of “No Budget, No Pay” requires both chambers of Congress to pass a concurrent budget resolution and all appropriations bills by the beginning of any fiscal year in order to receive pay. Congress adopted a version of “No Budget, No Pay” at the end of January 2013. That measure did not require the House and Senate to go to conference or pass any of their appropriations bills. In contrast, Heller’s legislation would make the “No Budget, No Pay” principle permanent. 
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
