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Heller Votes to Restore COLA Benefits for Veterans 
(Washington, D.C.) – Today, the Senate voted on legislation to restore cuts to veterans benefits included in the December budget deal.  U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) today voted for the measure.  
“Veterans should never be forced to wonder whether or not they will receive the benefits they earned while serving this country. In December, Congress broke its promises to these brave men and women, and now it is Congress’ responsibility to fix the problem. Admittedly, the legislation considered on the Senate floor today is not perfect. I would have preferred a vote on my amendment which would fully restore these benefits and pay for them by spreading sequestration cuts across the nine-year budget window. However, this bill is a step in the right direction towards providing veterans with the benefits they were promised and the certainty they need for their family budget,” said Senator Dean Heller. 

Heller’s amendment would restore the full cost-of-living adjustment (COLA) for military retirees, while also covering the cost of this repeal with increases in the sequestration of non-defense, non-exempt mandatory programs, excluding Medicare.  Savings would be spread across the current nine-year budget window.
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
