The House will vote to repeal 1099 tax provision from HC law. This provision will stifle growth if it is not repealed.

1099 requirement will hit small businesses hard, forcing them to redirect resources to the IRS instead of adding jobs.

1099 requirement discourages biz from hiring new workers. We cannot afford to stop job creation.
Tax compliance is already a major expense for small biz. 1099 requirement will substantially increase these costs. 
For small biz, 1099 could amount to hundreds of new reportable transactions, requiring new filings with IRS and other business.
According to SBA, the cost of complying with the tax code is 66 percent higher for small business than for large business. 
1099 requirement will pull capital out of the business that could be better used to reinvest to create jobs.
Individuals and families that rent property, whether a condo or spare bedroom, must also comply with 1099 requirement.

The 1099 repeal bill includes fraud prevention that will reduce the deficit by $166 million over 10 years.
