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ICYMI: Heller Speaks About Administration’s Budget Proposal
 

(Washington, D.C.) -- On the Senate floor today, U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) spoke about President Obama’s budget proposal and the Senate’s failure to pass a budget in more than 1,000 days.
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“Today, our nation is more than $15 trillion in debt.  The President’s budget will increase government spending by $47 trillion over the next decade, includes the largest tax increase in American history, while our national debt increases to $25.9 trillion over the next ten years.  

“…No state has felt the failures of Washington more than the state of Nevada.  My state continues to lead the nation in unemployment, with more than 160,000 Nevadans looking for a job.

“…I introduced the No Budget, No Pay Act to force Congress to face reality and take responsibility for running this country.  This bipartisan legislation requires that the Senate and House of Representatives pass a budget and all appropriations bills by the beginning of each fiscal year.  Failure to do so would result in the loss of pay until Congress takes its job seriously.  If Congress does not complete its constitutional duties, then its Members should not be paid…”  
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
