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ICYMI: Heller Questions Federal Reserve Chairman

Senator Heller first introduced “No Budget, No Pay” in July 2011. This bill requires Congress to pass a budget each year in order to receive pay. In December 2011, Heller joined the No Labels movement to advocate for his, which has been gaining momentum. Just last week the Senate voted on and passed “No Budget, No Pay.” 

Senator Heller reintroduced his version of “No Budget, No Pay” (S. 124) in the 113th Congress, alongside Democratic cosponsor Joe Manchin (D-WV). Specifically, Heller’s bill requires Members of Congress to pass a concurrent budget resolution by the beginning of any fiscal year. Retroactive pay for any period of time covered by this provision of law would be prohibited. Both Senators Heller and Manchin joined Senators Lamar Alexander (R-TN), Kelly Ayotte (R-NH), John Boozman (R-AR), John Cornyn (R-TX), and Mike Enzi (R-WY) at a press conference to call for passage of “No Budget, No Pay.”
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
