“I don’t think Nevadans sit around the dinner table and say “we aren’t taxed enough.”  Washington has a spending problem, not a tax problem.  Only in Washington would you tie a temporary tax break to a permanent tax increase and then call it a victory for the middle class.  We don’t need to raise taxes to justify $204 billion in increased spending over the next five years. Instead, Congress needs to reduce spending,” said Heller.
