Answer to your question why the Congressman’s larger focus is not on healthcare:

Congressman Heller’s number one focus is turning the economy around and getting Nevadans back to work.  With that said, the Congressman has been very active over the course of the healthcare debate and has been speaking to Nevadans about healthcare reform over two months now.

There are two members of the Nevada delegation on the House Ways and Means Committee.  Only one offered amendments to the healthcare reform bill.  Amendments offered by Congressman Heller include citizen’s verification to make an individual eligible for taxpayer funded healthcare; to require members of Congress and their dependants enroll in the government-run plan; provide up to $100,000 in loan repayment for physicians who have practiced in underserved communities; and provide tax breaks for doctors that provide care for the uninsured.
Additionally, Congressman Heller introduced H.R. 3483 which includes medical liability reform to curb frivolous lawsuits to reduce healthcare costs, tax incentives for the purchase of health insurance, loan repayment for doctors that practice in underserved areas to help improve access to healthcare, and authorizes prescription drug reimportation to lower the costs of prescription drugs. 

Also, on June 16, 2009 Congressman Heller’s OpEd on healthcare reform ran in the RGJ.
