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Heller Joins Bipartisan Group Condemning a Nuclear Iran
Resolution Rejects Any Policy that would "contain" a nuclear weapons capable Iran
(Washington, D.C.) - Today, U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) joined a bipartisan group of Senators in rejecting any U.S. policy that appeases a nuclear state of Iran.

“Iran has long been a rogue state and have been designated a State Sponsor of Terrorism.  They continue to funnel weapons to terrorists groups that have murdered hundreds of American troops and countless innocent civilians.  This nation continues to be a threat to Israel, and destabilizing force in the Middle East.  Iran will stop at nothing to obtain nuclear capabilities and the United States must stand firm and not appease a nuclear Iran,” said Senator Dean Heller.
The resolution includes:

· Affirms that it is a vital national interest of the United States to prevent the government of the Islamic Republic of Iran from acquiring a nuclear weapons capability;

· Warns that time is limited to prevent the Iranian government from acquiring a nuclear weapons capability;

· Expresses support for the universal rights and democratic aspirations of the Iranian people;

· Strongly supports U.S. policy to prevent the Iranian government from acquiring a nuclear weapons capability and rejects any policy that would rely on efforts to "contain" a nuclear weapons capable Iran;

· Urges the President to reaffirm the unacceptability of an Iran with nuclear-weapons capability and oppose any policy that would rely on containment as an option in response to the Iranian nuclear threat.
