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Heller Joins Western Colleagues to Advocate for Jobs

(Washington, DC) – Today U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) joined his colleagues from the Western Caucus to advocate for the “Jobs Frontier” report, a pro-growth plan to protect and create jobs in the West and across America.  Included in the report is the Nellis Dunes National Off-Highway Vehicle Recreation Area Act (S. 1475), legislation introduced by Senator Heller that would designate areas in Clark County for off-highway vehicle recreation.
“Because Nevada is more than 85% federally controlled, there is a saying in my state---the government isn’t just your neighbor, it is the whole neighborhood.  Opportunities for economic growth in western states are limited and largely dependent on federal regulatory and permitting process that is bogged down by bureaucracy and litigation. We need a forward thinking resource management plan that encourages and promotes economic activity on public lands.  The ‘Jobs Frontier’ report provides that framework.  

“Nevada is home to not only important renewable energy resources, but vast mineral resources that are vital to developing alternative energy technologies.  Developing these resources using the principles of good stewardship would not only create jobs, but provide important resources for our economy.  There is no question that advancing smart resource management policies would spark economic growth in Nevada and throughout the West,” said Senator Heller.  

The Nellis Dunes National Off-Highway Vehicle Recreation Area Act directs the BLM to manage, protect and designate nearly 9,000 acres of the Nellis Dunes area for OHV use and conveys approximately 1,200 acres of the Nellis Dunes area to Clark County for its Parks and Recreation Department to develop race courses and support area for parking, rest rooms, and other commercial support services.
