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Congressman Heller’s Statement 

on Rep. Joe Wilson’s Reprimand 
(Washington, DC) – Today, U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) made the following statement on the Resolution of Disapproval against Congressman Joe Wilson (R-SC).  Heller voted against the measure.
“The resolution today is about the circus, not the conversation.  Instead of wasting time with petty and partisan politics, Congress should be working towards a bipartisan agreement on healthcare reform.  Joe Wilson apologized personally to President Obama and publicly for his behavior.  While I do not condone his actions, I also believe Congress could use its time more constructively.  We are no closer today than we were a week ago to passing bipartisan healthcare reform,” said Heller.    
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
