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Heller, Titus Introduce Bipartisan Legislation to 
Improve Juvenile and Family Courts

The Strengthening Outcomes for America’s Juvenile and Family Courts Act authorizes the U.S. Department of Justice’s Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention and the Office of Justice Programs to make grants to organizations that train juvenile and family law professionals on matters such as child abuse and neglect, adoption and foster care, elder abuse, juvenile justice and delinquency, violence against women, family violence, alcohol and drug abuse, supervised visitations, child custody, and divorce. 
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
