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Heller Statement on Labor, Health and Human Services, 
and Education Vote 
(Washington, DC) – Today, U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) made the following statement regarding today’s vote on the fiscal year 2008 Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education Appropriations Omnibus Conference Report (H.R. 3043).
“For the past five months Speaker Pelosi has had the opportunity to pass true bipartisan legislation that funds programs our nation’s veterans depend upon.  Instead of passing a measure with broad support to benefit our nation’s veterans, the majority party attached it to another bloated, fiscally irresponsible bill filled with pet projects,” said Heller. 
The Military Construction and Veterans Affairs Appropriations Act for fiscal year 2008 (H.R. 2642) was passed in the House by a vote of 409 to 2 on June 15, 2007, which Heller supported.  The House majority never appointed conferees for this legislation.  Heller voted against the Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act for fiscal year 2008 on July 19, 2007 citing excessive pork projects.
