In August, Nevada’s unemployment rate rose to 13.4 percent, up from 12.9 percent in July. The unemployment rate in Las Vegas increased for the fourth consecutive month to 14.2 percent.  Carson City’s unemployment rate increased to 12.7 percent. The rate in the Reno-Sparks areas remains the same at 13 percent. 
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
