What is the Mr. Heller's stance on rounding up a portion of Nevada's wild horses and shipping them to holding centers in the Midwest, pending adoptions? Is this a necessary system to protect ranchers and the prairies' ecosystem? 
The most important things are range health, preservation of native wildlife habitat, and the health of the wild horses on the range.  To do this we must remove excess horses from public lands and provide them with humane long-term care.  I am open to looking at any humane option that achieves appropriate management levels on public lands and treats animals humanely.  

*What does he think about how BLM is handling the Calico roundup? It's stirred a lot of opposition from enviros, although interestingly, the Sierra Club and another enviro group support it. Wild-horse advocates staunchly oppose using helicopters to round up horses. 
Support for the gathers has garnered a broad coalition of varied interests overpopulation of wild horses on public lands has and continues to damage our rangelands.  Wild horses are a non-native species that threaten native wildlife and habitat when overpopulation occurs.  I support the humane gather of wild horses to protect the range and keep horse herds healthy.  I’ve consulted land managers and wildlife experts and know that helicopter gathers are the most humane way to gather horses in Nevada’s terrain.  

*Anything in federal wild-horse policies that should be changed? If so, what? 
It is important to explore a variety of options to maintain wild horse populations while looking to control the expense to taxpayers.  Wild horse sanctuaries in the Midwest which is the Administrations’ proposal could be an option or further exploration of the use of fertility control within the herds.
