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Heller an Original Cosponsor of Balanced Budget Amendment
(Washington, DC) – U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) made the following statement on his support for H.J. Res 56, an amendment to the United States Constitution requiring Congress to pass a balanced budget every year.  Heller is an original cosponsor.
“The federal government must stop spending money we don’t have.  Bold action needs be taken to ensure America's economic future.  This starts with cutting government spending and eliminating the national debt.   I have supported and voted for billions in federal spending cuts, but more must be done.  A balanced budget amendment would force Congress to make tough decisions on federal spending, just as families across Nevada are forced to do every day,” said Heller.   
H.J. Res 56 would cap deficit spending at 18% of GDP and require two-thirds vote of both the House and Senate to run a specific deficit for a fiscal year, requires two-thirds vote of both Houses for any bill that imposes a new tax or increases the statutory rate of any tax, and requires a supermajority vote to increase the debt limit.  This bill has the support of Club for Growth, Americans for Prosperity, Citizens Against Government Waste, and Freedom Works.
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
