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Heller Passes Bill Honoring 
Nevada’s National Guard
(Washington, DC) – U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) passed a congressional resolution honoring Nevada’s Army National Guard, Air National Guard and Reservists. 
“Members of the Nevada National Guard and Reserves serve our state and country with honor and distinction.  Whether they are saving lives during natural disasters or protecting our country abroad, our state and nation owes our Reservists, Guardsmen and women a debt of gratitude for their service.  The sacrifices our troops have made in the past and continue to make today are important for our nation to recognize and honor,” said Heller.       
H.Con.Res.358 commends the service and sacrifices of Nevada’s Army National Guard, Air National Guard, and Reservists and their service to our country.  The Nevada National Guard is comprised of approximately 3,700 soldiers and has sent over 1,000 of its National Guardsmen to Iraq and Afghanistan starting from 2003 until today.  Additionally, the Nevada National Guard has assisted in the aftermath of Hurricanes Katrina and Rita.  More recently, they contributed to relief efforts in the wake of the Fernley flood.  This resolution is Heller’s third bill to pass out of the U.S. House of Representatives.  The floor statement has been included with this release.
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
