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Senate Agrees to No Budget, No Pay Sense of the Senate
(Washington, DC) – Today the Senate agreed on U.S. Senator Dean Heller’s No Budget, No Pay Sense of the Senate, which says that if Congress does not pass a budget and all appropriations bills on time each fiscal year, then they should not receive pay. This is consistent with Heller’s No Budget, No Pay Act (S. 39), which was the first piece of legislation he introduced this Congress.

“No Budget, No Pay encourages Members of Congress to come to the table and work together to pass their own budget and appropriations bills on time in order to receive pay. It just makes sense – if Members of Congress do not do their jobs, they should not get paid,” said Senator Dean Heller. “Passing a responsible budget provides a common ground for our country to make progress and move forward. I am pleased my colleagues have supported this Sense of the Senate.”
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
