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Heller Bill Designates Clark County Land for Recreation 
(Washington, DC) – Today, U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) announced the introduction of the Nellis Dunes National Off-Highway Vehicle Recreation Area Act (S. 1475), a bill that designates areas in Clark County for off-highway vehicle recreation. 
“Because a large amount of federally controlled land surrounds Clark County’s large population, recreational opportunities for its residents are somewhat limited.  This legislation will specifically designate areas of Clark County for OHV recreation while also protecting air quality and critical desert tortoise habitat.  Providing this much needed area for the OHV community will benefit the residents of southern Nevada and Clark County for years to come. I appreciate the efforts of Clark County and the OHV community for their efforts to create this plan,” said Heller.      
The Nellis Dunes National Off-Highway Vehicle Recreation Area Act directs the BLM to manage, protect and designate nearly 9,000 acres of the Nellis Dunes area for OHV use and conveys approximately 1,200 acres of the Nellis Dunes area to Clark County for its Parks and Recreation Department to develop race courses and support area for parking, rest rooms, and other commercial support services.
Senator Heller introduced a similar bill in December of 2009 when he was serving in the House of Representatives.  
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
