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Heller Responds to Nevada Unemployment Numbers

In December, Nevada’s unemployment rate decreased from 10.8 percent to 10.2 percent.  The unemployment rate in Las Vegas decreased to 10 percent. The rate in the Reno-Sparks areas decreased to 9.6 percent. Carson City’s unemployment rate decreased to 10.1 percent. Elko’s unemployment rate decreased to 5.2 percent.
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
