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Heller Applauds House Passage of Three Kids Mine Bill
(Washington, D.C.) – U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) issued the following statement following House passage of the Three Kids Mine Remediation and Reclamation Act (H.R. 697). The bill will help the Bureau of Land Management and the City of Henderson clean up a toxic abandoned mine site without costing taxpayers for cleanup.  Cleaning up the Three Kids Mine site will create new jobs in Henderson and will turn a community liability into an opportunity for economic development for southern Nevadans.
“I am pleased the Three Kids Mine bill passed the House and I applaud Congressman Heck for his leadership. This legislation will not only accomplish improve safety around a challenging and toxic mine site but it will create jobs and spur economic development. I look forward to next week’s Senate hearing on this bill and hope it moves quickly into law,” said Senator Dean Heller.
BACKGROUND:

· The Three Kids Mine site is a 1,260 acre abandoned manganese mine and mill site located along the south side of Lake Mead Drive, across the highway from Lake Las Vegas, in Henderson.
· The bill would direct the BLM to convey the federal portions of the Three Kids Mine site to the City of Henderson’s Redevelopment Agency for fair market value taking into account the cost of reclamation for the mine site.
· Once it receives title to the land, the Redevelopment Agency will work with a developer to complete the cleanup to meet stringent state and federal standards and to develop a residential community in its place.
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
