Considering it has been more than 1,350 days since Congress has passed a budget, drastic changes are clearly needed in the budget process. 

Senator Heller initially introduced “No Budget, No Pay,” during his first term in July 2011. Since then, the legislation has garnered numerous cosponsors, including Democrats and Republicans, and was considered during a hearing of the Senate Committee on Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs.
