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Heller Introduces Yerington Land Conveyance 
and Sustainable Development Act
(Washington, D.C.) – U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) introduced the Yerington Land Conveyance and Sustainable Development Act (S. 2228). This legislation will convey federal lands for fair market value to the City of Yerington for responsible mineral development and long-term sustainable planning. 

“Mining is the backbone of Nevada’s rural economy and we are fortunate to have resources in our own backyard for economic development. Nevada continues to lead the country in unemployment and Congress should focus on every opportunity available to create jobs. Lyon County currently faces the highest unemployment in the state. This legislation will create hundreds of jobs providing much-needed relief in one of Nevada’s most distressed counties,” said Senator Dean Heller.
Bill Summary

· Allows the City of Yerington to partner with Nevada Copper to develop 12,500 acres of land surrounding the Nevada Copper Pumpkin Hollow project site. 

· Lands conveyed under this bill will also be used for industrial and renewable energy development, recreation, and open space.

· The bill will double the number of direct mining jobs from 400 to 800 and will create an additional 500 construction jobs for approximately two years. 
· This legislation is companion to Congressman Mark Amodei’s bill H.R. 4039 introduced on February 15, 2012.
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
