"I understand the need to do everything possible to bring home our nation's prisoners of war, but I am also extremely concerned about the precedent that this particular trade has set and what it means for the men and women currently fighting abroad. I believe that what is best for the American people is to know why these combatants were in Guantanamo Bay in the first place and let the American people decide if the release of those five individuals has put other members of our Armed Forces at risk." – Senator Dean Heller 
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
