Biography 

On November 7, 2006, Dean Heller was elected to the United State’s Congress as Nevada’s Representative for the Second Congressional District. Heller is only the third person to hold this seat since its creation.  

Congressman Dean Heller has spent over 25 years serving the people of Nevada.  He served two terms in the State Assembly representing Carson City where he authored legislation making the public employee’s retirement system solvent.  Heller provided leadership in his three terms as Nevada’s Secretary of State when Nevada became the first state in the country to implement an auditable paper trail to electronic voting machines. 
He is a Founding Board Member of the Boys and Girls Club of Western Nevada and the Western Nevada Community College Foundation and has served as an Advisory Board Member for Nevada's Foster Grandparent program.  

Raised in Carson City, Dean Heller grew up with five brothers and sisters and graduated from Carson High School.  He received a Bachelor's Degree in Business Administration, specializing in finance and securities analysis, from the University of Southern California in 1985 and worked as a stockbroker and as a broker/trader on the Pacific Stock Exchange prior to moving back home to Carson City.  

The Congressman enjoys stockcar racing, competing in several races a year throughout Nevada and California.  He also loves basketball, golf, snowboarding, and attending his children's events.
