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Senate Agrees to Heller Rape Kit Amendment 

(Washington DC) – Today, the U.S. Senate agreed to Heller Amendment #455, which prioritizes the elimination of the rape kit backlog to hold perpetrators of sexual assault accountable and help prevent these despicable crimes from happening in the first place. There are an estimated 400,000 untested rape kits currently in law enforcement and crime lab storage facilities across the country, including nearly 4,500 in Las Vegas.
“Unfortunately, in Nevada, we have a broken DNA processing system, and tragically have seen firsthand the repercussions that come along with a high backlog of untested rape kits,” said Senator Dean Heller. “By prioritizing DNA analysis of these rape kits, law enforcement will be better equipped to stop repeat offenders and keep our communities. This amendment will help bring closure to victims and families, and I appreciate the support from my Senate colleagues.” 
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
