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Heller Announces More Than $3.6 Million for the Reno Intermodal Transfer Center Project
(Washington, DC) – Today U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) announced that the U.S. Federal Transit Administration awarded the Regional Transportation Commission of Washoe County $3,604,440 for the Reno Intermodal Transfer Center Project. This grant will allow the RTC to ability to continue construction for this project.

The funding for this project allots the Regional Transportation Commission of Washoe County the funds to continue construction on the Reno Intermodal Transfer Center Project. The grant will be distributed between the Reno-Sparks, Nevada-Intermodal Transportation Terminals and Related Development, Washoe County Bus and Bus Facilities, and the Reno & Sparks Intermodal Transportation Centers. 
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
