Legislative Accomplishments
Appointed to the Head Start Conference Committee.

· Head Start provides early education for economically disadvantaged children prior to kindergarten.  The program focuses on helping preschoolers develop early reading and math skills needed to be successful in school.  

· In Nevada, Head Start services are offered by eight grantees in 50 centers statewide, and are all operated by non-profit agencies.  
· In the 2005-2006 school year, Head Start served 3,896 children and families.

· Total federal funding for Head Start programs throughout Nevada in 2003-2004 was $23,315,025. 
Amendment accepted on Mining reform to bring more royalty money to Nevada

· 50% of royalties collected for the Hard Rock Reclamation Account will go to the states.
  Reno Reversionary Interest Act (H.R. 2246) – Passed the House
· It consolidates railroad lands along the Reno Transportation Rail Access Corridor (ReTRAC) to ensure stability for the projects completion by providing clear title to the land to the City of Reno.

Appropriated Projects
$200k to assist Washoe County Sheriffs Department to combat meth in Washoe County.
· County law enforcement will dictate priorities.

$750K for the construction of the Meadowood interchange

· Congestion in Washoe County increases with the population.  Commerce depends upon the accessibility.

$15 million for the construction of facilities and support operations for the Reno-Tahoe International Airport.

· This airport is an important component to commerce and the economic health of Northern Nevada.  

$390k to upgrade the emergency room at St. Mary’s Hospital
