Congressman Heller was recently appointed to the House Financial Services Committee.  He is the first Nevada freshman to be appointed to an exclusive committee since 1995.  He has passed legislation, had an amendment adopted on the House floor, and has been appointed to a conference committee in his first year of congress.  He also holds a leadership position on the Western Caucus.  Score cards and rankings from Washington special interest groups are meaningless because they do not understand the needs of western states or the issues that are important to Nevada.
