The Bronze Star Medal is awarded to any person who, while serving in the United States Army, distinguishes themselves by heroic or meritorious achievement or service in connection with military operations against an armed enemy.  As a result of a study conducted in 1947, the policy was implemented that authorized the retroactive award of the Bronze Star Medal to soldiers who had received the Combat Infantryman Badge or the Combat Medical Badge during World War II. 
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
