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Heller Offers Amendments to Budget Deal 
Calls to make No Budget, No Pay a permanent fix

(Washington DC) – U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) has offered several amendments to the Budget deal, including his No Budget, No Pay Act. 

“Congress should instill responsibility in the budget process by making “No Budget, No Pay” a permanent principle. This is a bipartisan piece of legislation is designed to make Congress work and pass a budget that both sides can agree on. Our nation stands nearly $17 trillion in debt and it is my hope that Washington’s usual ways of governing by crisis comes to an end. Clearly something must be done and I am proud to stand with my good friend, Senator Manchin, and offer No Budget, No Pay as a permanent fix,” said Senator Dean Heller.
Frustrated with Congress’s consistent failure to pass a budget, Senator Heller introduced the No Budget, No Pay Act in July 2011. His bill requires Congress to pass a concurrent budget resolution and appropriations bills on time each fiscal year in order to get paid. Congress passed a version of “No Budget, No Pay” in January that withholds pay from Members of Congress if they don’t pass a budget this year.
