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Heller: Bring Simpson-Bowles to Senate Floor for Vote
Congress can put a stop to short-term fixes and bring bipartisan debt reduction plan to Senate floor for vote
(Washington, D.C.) – Today U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) called on the Senate to immediately bring the Simpson-Bowles debt reduction plan to the floor for a vote after opposing more short-term fixes.

Both the President and Congressional leaders are running to the nearest TV camera screaming the ‘sky is falling’ and blaming each other. The fact is that the President and Congressional leadership, who created and voted for sequestration, have not met to find a solution since December.  But don’t worry America, they are going to meet tomorrow, the day of the sequestration deadline. That is not leadership, but a sad joke on the American people.  

“So far, only short-term plans have been discussed. We need a long-term solution that will actually get our fiscal house in order.  Now is the time to bring the Simpson-Bowles debt reduction plan to the Senate floor.   While I do not support everything in Simpson-Bowles, I believe that if we have an open debate and amendment process, we would have legislation that would not only put our country on the right economic path, but make the American people proud of Washington again,” said Senator Dean Heller. 

Senator Heller was the only member of the Nevada delegation to vote against sequestration and these cuts. Since coming to the Senate, Heller has led the charge to force Members of Congress to pass a budget every fiscal year. His legislation, called “No Budget, No Pay,” requires Members of Congress to pass a budget every year in order to get paid. Earlier this year, a version of this legislation passed both chambers of Congress and was signed into law. 
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
