Heller Statement on Stop Gap Funding Bill
(Washington, DC) – Today U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) made the following statement on the Further Continuing Appropriations Amendments of 2011 (H.J. Res. 44) which would fund the government through March 18, 2011.
