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Heller Statement on Democrats’ Cap and Trade Bill

According to the Heritage Foundation’s economic study, Nevada will lose 14,000 jobs under H.R. 2454.  Almost half of the job loss will occur in Nevada’s Second Congressional District at 5,500 jobs.
