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Heller Cosponsors Legislation to Honor Heroes of Fort Hood  
(Washington, D.C.) – U.S. Senator Dean Heller (R-NV) today joined Senator John Cornyn (R-TX) and other Senate colleagues in support of an amendment to the National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) that declares the attack at Fort Hood, Texas, a terrorist attack.  Amendment #2392 also ensures that the victims of the attack and their families receive the same honors and benefits as those Americans who have been killed or wounded in a combat zone overseas. 

“On that tragic day, members of our military community were harmed while in service to this nation. Today, I am proud to cosponsor this amendment, which will help honor the victims of the attack and provide for their families. This is an issue that is extremely important to many in Nevada, and I am especially grateful to members of the Pahrump community who have been working on behalf of these victims and families,” said Senator Dean Heller. 

At the Women Veterans Recognition Day event on November 11th, LTC Alice Lubbers, a retired army nurse, presented Senator Heller with a flag to honor those who were killed in the Fort Hood attack.  Participants in the event called for Senator Heller to advocate for the victims and families affected by the Fort Hood shooting.

Heller is a cosponsor of Amendment #2392, which was introduced today.  He is also a cosponsor of the stand-alone legislation, the Fort Heroes Act, which is currently under consideration by the Senate Armed Services Committee.
