“These lists and rankings are meaningless.  The real question that should be asked is do my votes reflect the priorities of my district.  When it is right to oppose the Administration, my votes reveal that.  I voted in favor of stem cell research, Water Resources Development Act, and for a federal gas price-gouging bill, over the objections of the Administration.  When it is right vote with my Party, my votes reflect that.  I have voted against over $200 billion in tax increases, healthcare for illegal immigrants, and a bloated federal budget.  These are the votes that reflect the priorities of Nevada’s Second District,” said Heller.
