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Heller Calls on Rules Committee to 

Stand Up for the Second Amendment
(Washington, DC) – Today U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) called on House Rules Committee to allow consideration of his amendment protecting Washington, DC, residents’ Second Amendment rights during its hearing on the District of Columbia House Voting Rights Act of 2009 (H.R. 157).

“The erosion of Second Amendment rights in Washington, DC has national implications.  Congress has a responsibility to uphold the Constitution of the Unites States, and the House Rules Committee should allow the full U.S. House of Representatives to consider my amendment.  It is imperative that Congress takes action to uphold our Nation’s Second Amendment rights,” said Heller.
