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Heller Introduces Legislation to Settle Duck Valley Water Rights
(Washington, DC) – U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-Carson City) introduced the Shoshone-Paiute Tribes of Duck Valley Water Rights Settlement Act of 2007, H.R. 2326.

“This legislation will settle water rights claims that have gone unresolved far too long for the Shoshone-Paiute Tribe of the Duck Valley Reservation.  Water in the arid western states is a precious commodity and is the lifeblood for farmers, ranchers, and wildlife.  Without proper water management, none of this can exist.   I am pleased to introduce this legislation on behalf of the Tribe and work towards finally resolving this issue,” said Heller.  
The Duck Valley Water Rights Settlement Act will complete and codify the water use agreement between the Tribe, the State of Nevada, and individual upstream users, and will also provide funding for vital water management and irrigation projects. The bill will be referred to the House Natural Resources Committee, on which Heller sits.  
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
