Eliminating earmarks is not a silver bullet, nor will it erase our debt overnight, but we need to do everything within our power to balance the budget and pay down the national debt.  Members of Congress must lead by example and make tough decisions to bring fiscal sanity and accountability back to Washington,” said Heller.  
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
