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Heller to Engage in Energy Protest 
(Washington, DC) – U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) will return to Washington, D.C. late this evening to participate in the ongoing protest over Congress’ failure to pass comprehensive energy legislation to address skyrocketing gas prices.

“Over the past few days, I have been in Elko, Reno, and Carson City.  The one issue on Nevadans’ minds is the price of gas and Congress’s inability to address this issue.  Congress should reconvene to have an open debate and hold an up or down vote on comprehensive energy legislation that addresses high gasoline prices and creates a road map to our nation’s future energy security.  Our nation needs an energy policy that encourages conservation, develops renewable energy, and allows access to our country’s natural resources,” said Heller.

On April 23, Congressman Heller introduced legislation calling on Speaker Pelosi to bring comprehensive energy legislation before the U.S. House of Representatives.  On June 4, Heller sent a formal letter to Speaker Pelosi to re-emphasize the need for Congress to address our nation’s very serious energy problems.  Heller recently joined Republican Leader John Boehner (R-OH) and nine of his freshmen colleagues on the American Energy Tour, which traveled to the National Renewable Energy Laboratory and the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge.

“High fuel prices increase the cost of food, clothes, and nearly all consumer goods.  These high fuel prices are also negatively impacting our economy and the ability of our local governments to provide essential services.  It is past due for Congress to stop making excuses and finally take steps to help the American public,” added Heller.
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
