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Heller Pushes for Plan to Lower Gas Prices
(Washington, DC) – Today U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) offered House Resolution 1135 (H.Res. 1135) calling on Speaker Nancy Pelosi (D-CA) to immediately address skyrocketing gasoline and diesel prices in America.
“Representing a district that encompasses more than 105,000 square miles, I know first hand the negative effects of high gas prices.  Families across Nevada and the country are experiencing financial hardships because Congress has failed to address skyrocketing fuel prices,” said Heller. 

H.Res. 1135 resolves that the House of Representatives recommends that within 5 legislative days the Speaker of the House, Nancy Pelosi (D-CA), shall introduce a bill to help bring down skyrocketing gasoline and diesel prices.
“High fuel prices increase the cost of food, clothes, and nearly all consumer goods.  These high fuel prices are also negatively impacting the ability of our local police departments and firefighters to provide essential services to the public.  It is way past due for Congress to stop making excuses and finally take steps to help the American public,” added Heller.
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
