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Heller Promotes Mining in Resources Hearing 
(Washington, DC) – Today, U.S. Senator Dean Heller discussed the importance of mining in Nevada and introduces of Dr. Jonathon Price at the Energy and Natural Resources Committee’s Energy Subcommittee hearing on critical minerals.  Dr. Price is a tenured professor at the Mackay School of Earth Sciences and Engineering at the University of Nevada, Reno.
“Nevada currently has the highest unemployment rate in the country.  However, in areas of my state that rely on mining, the unemployment rate is nearly half the state’s average because of the economic activities associated with mining.  Not only is mining the backbone of Nevada’s rural economy, without mining we could neither produce the products we consume every day nor could we get them to market,” said Heller.
Today’s Energy and Natural Resources Committee’s Subcommittee on Energy hearing focused on critical minerals and materials legislation, including S. 383, S.421, and S.1113. Critical minerals and materials are vital to the large-scale deployment of emerging energy technologies.
