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Heller Amendment to Stop 

Global Bailout Rejected  
(Washington, DC) – The House Rules Committee denied U.S. Congressman Dean Heller’s amendment to State, Foreign Operations and Related Agencies appropriations for fiscal year 2010 (H.R. 3081) to remove funds for international financial institutions.  
“When Nevada families are losing their jobs and homes and our government is running record deficits Congress is seeking to give nearly $2 billion for international financial institutions.  This equates to nothing more than a global bailout.  Instead of facilitating record spending for foreign countries, Congress should focus on solving our problems at home, balance the budget, and turn our economy around,” said Heller.   
Heller’s amendment would have removed $1.9 billion dollars in the State, Foreign Operations and Related Agencies appropriations for fiscal year 2010 (H.R. 3081) slated for international financial institutions.  
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
