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Heller Opposes Another Short-Term Deal

Fears legislation sets up more crises in the near future

“While I am glad the government is not going to default this week, the deal reached today sets up not one, but two more fiscal cliffs and the potential for default in months to come. This country simply must get its fiscal house in order to make the structural changes necessary to maintain a strong, economic foundation for the long-term.
