“Many promises have been made by proponents of this health care law that have proven to be untrue.  Supporters said if you like the insurance you have, you can keep it --- but under the terms of the law you can’t; they said it will decrease the deficit --- except it won’t; and it will reduce the cost of healthcare --- which it doesn’t.  Expanding government and increasing taxes is not reform.  We have an opportunity to repeal these policies and replace them with market-based reforms that will provide greater access, affordability, and economic certainty in our nation,” said Heller.
