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Heller Healthcare Prescription 
Problem: In 2003, 45 percent of hospitals reported that the professional liability crisis resulted in the loss of physicians or reduced coverage in emergency rooms.

Prescription: Medical liability reform through legislation such as my Steps Toward Access and Reform (STAR) Act (H.R. 3483).  In 2004, Nevadans overwhelmingly passed a similar measure consisting of a $350,000 cap on non-economic damages. This ballot measure passed with nearly 60 percent of the vote.
U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) is a member of the House Ways and Means Committee.  It has been 60 days since Heller sent his first letter to President Barack Obama requesting elected officials be required to enroll in the government-run plan.  The White House has not yet responded. A follow-up letter offering additional ideas for healthcare reform was sent Wednesday, September 9, 2009.  
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
