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Heller Healthcare Prescription 
Problem:  In this year alone, an estimated 193,000 new cases of breast cancer will be diagnosed and the disease will claim some 41,000 lives in America.  Early detection of breast cancer can greatly improve chances of survival.  Many women in both rural and urban areas do not have adequate access to such prevention services.
Prescription: Heller introduced the Mobile Mammography Promotion Act (H.R. 2964) to help mobile mammography units continue providing services to communities throughout the United States.  The Mobile Mammography Promotion Act would allow “mammovans” to purchase fuel without the federal excise tax.  H.R. 2964 enjoys the support of more than 20 bipartisan cosponsors.
U.S. Congressman Dean Heller (R-NV) is a member of the House Ways and Means Committee.  It has been 69 days since Heller sent his first letter to President Barack Obama requesting elected officials be required to enroll in the government-run plan.  The White House has not yet responded. A follow-up letter offering additional ideas for healthcare reform was sent Wednesday, September 9, 2009.  
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
