1) Ways and Means Committee will be holding the first hearing on House healthcare legislation Wednesday.  Senate bill could cost as much as $1.5 trillion to cover less than half of America’s uninsured. 
2) Congress should ensure that healthcare reform does not jeopardize coverage for the 182 million Americans who currently receive employer-sponsored healthcare coverage.
3) The non-partisan Congressional Budget Office states that 15 million Americans would lose their existing private health insurance coverage under the Democrat plan. White House does not dispute this claim, according to an Associated Press story.
