Over the weekend I reviewed new healthcare bill.  Here are the following highlights.

Page 61 creates a “Retiree Reserve Trust Fund” with $10 billion in taxpayer dollars.  

Page 90 gives bureaucrats the authority to implement mandates on all health insurance providers.  

Page 92 by 2013, all private health insurance plans that don’t meet federal requirements will be banned.

Page 111 establishes the bureaucrat board that will determine what health care Americans receive. 

 

Page 131 creates new federal bureaucracy – a “Health Choices Administration” and a “Health Choices Commissioner.”  

Page 155 creates a health insurance exchange run by the federal government. 

Page 195 establishes the “Health Insurance Exchange Trust Fund.”
Page 211 creates the government-run health plan that could cause as many as 114 million Americans to lose their current coverage. 

Page 296 mandates all Americans to purchase health insurance.
Page 297  2.5 percent tax on any American who does not purchase government-approved health insurance.
Page 313 taxes companies that can’t afford to provide government-approved health insurance to employees. 

Pages 324-327 restrict purchases that can be made through health and flexible saving plans. 
Page 337 creates 5.4 percent income tax on individuals and small businesses.

Page 339 creates a 2.5 percent tax on medical devices, which will be passed on to patients.  

Page 541 gives authority to end the Medicare Advantage program. Currently 10 million seniors enrolled.

Page 612 reduces Medicare Advantage payments. 20,000 seniors in Nevada’s 2nd District currently enrolled. 

Page 617 provides $2 million in taxpayer funds to study whether Medicare needs more bilingual services.

Page 1,015 puts states on the hook for billions in new Medicaid spending.
Page 1,162 creates a new $200 million federal bureaucracy – the “Comparative Effectiveness Research Trust Fund.”

Page 1,174 new tax on health insurance policies, which will make existing insurance plans more expensive.
Page 1,177 $750 million program to send bureaucrats to expectant parents’ homes.

 Page 1,268 creates “Health Professions Training for Diversity.”    

 Page 1,323 authorizes research that has been used to ration care in other countries.  

 Page 1,432 cuts federal incentives to states like Nevada that caps damages, attorney’s fees.

 Page 1,562 creates a new entitlement program for long-term care.  

 Page 1,847 “Navajo Nation Medicaid Agency Feasibility Study”

Page 1,990: requires recommendations to improve interstate coordination of Medicaid and SCHIP.
