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Democrats Squash Debate on Healthcare
(Washington, DC) – Today the majority party on the House Ways and Means Committee voted to shut out Republican amendments during a hearing on the America’s Affordable Health Choices Act (H.R. 3200).  

“It has become clear that the majority party will force the American public to accept government-run healthcare at any cost.  Of the five House and Senate committees that have considered healthcare legislation, only the House Ways and Means Committee have refused to accept a single Republican amendment.  I am disappointed that the majority party has repeatedly refused to work with Republicans and allow sunlight into this process,” said Heller.
Heller planned to offer an amendment today that would require Members of Congress to enroll in the government-run plan included in H.R. 3200.  Heller also planned to offer another amendment that would require use of the Income and Eligibility Verification System (IEVS) and the Systematic Alien Verification for Entitlements (SAVE) to prevent illegal immigrants from receiving taxpayer-funded healthcare benefits.  These amendments had previously been rejected on largely party line votes.  
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
