Heller Amendment Information and Background

· The amendment prohibits funds made available by this Act to build an interagency facility in one specific location in Carson City, Nevada that the local government is opposed to. The amendment allows for the facility to be built at any of the proposed alternative sites in the area.
· The amendment only impacts Mr.  Heller’s district.  

· Of the 48 million acres the BLM owns in Nevada, they have proposed to build a new Interagency Fire Center near a residential area of roughly 300 homes in Carson City, Nevada.  

· The Carson City Board of Supervisors recently passed a resolution in opposition to the proposed location; however, they have no authority or ability to prevent the BLM from taking action.  

· While an additional fire center is something Heller supports, the specific location east of the corner of South Edmonds Drive and Koontz lane in Carson City, Nevada is not acceptable.  

· The amendment is crafted to prohibit the funds being used for the specific location so that it would not prevent BLM from using any of the proposed alternative sites to build the badly needed fire center.
